Necessary Equipment:

Rifle (w/ light), rifle sling (mandatory), duty handgun, 800 rounds of ammunition for each weapon system, duty rig with holster
and magazine pouches, 3 handgun magazines (4 if using single stack .45 magazines), 3 rifle magazines, (4 if issued 20 round
capacity), common patrol or tactical equipment, including vest (w/ plates, helmet), knee and elbow pads, suitable clothing for all
weather conditions, handheld flashlight, wrap-around eye protection (clear lenses for low light operation), ear protection, gloves,
snacks, water, sunblock, and insect repellent.
